• Each FQHC, Health Department, Hospital, 
Primary Care Office, Pharmacy (CVS 
and Walgreens), etc. are receiving vaccine 
allocation separately at different times. 

• Counts and requests are based on the 
number of employees, patients, and residents.

• Allocations continue to remain uncertain. 

• Our collective goal is fair and equitable distribution.

• There is no centralized process, so it will look different in each county.
