Centers For Disease Control (CDC) Social Vulnerability Index

• A number of factors, including poverty, 
lack of access to transportation, and 
crowded housing may weaken a 
community’s ability to prevent human 
suffering and financial loss in a 
disaster. These factors are known as 
social vulnerability. 

• CDC SVI uses U.S. Census data to 
determine the social vulnerability of 
every census tract.
