Booster Shot Eligibility and Authorizations

Only certain populations initially vaccinated with the Pfizer-BioNTech vaccine can get a booster
shot at this time.

* You must have received your second dose more than six months ago.

e The Pfizer booster is not available for those who received the Moderna or Johnson & Johnson/Janssen
vaccines.

e The FDA is scheduled to meet Oct. 14-15 to decide whether boosters for Moderna and J&J should be
recommended.

* The FDA is scheduled to meet Oct. 26 to discuss an amendment to Pfizer emergency use authorization to
allow the use of its COVID-19 vaccine in children 5 through 11 years of age.

Should Get a Booster
* People aged 65 years and older and adults 50-64 years with underlying medical conditions.
* Residents aged 18 years and older of long-term care settings.

May Get a Booster
* People aged 18-49 years with underlying medical conditions.

Booster Shot Eligibility

May Get a Booster
* Employees and residents at increased risk for COVID-19 exposure and transmission.

Examples of workers who may get Pfizer-BioNTech booster shots:

* Education staff (e.g., teachers, support staff, daycare workers)

* Food and agriculture workers
* Manufacturing workers
