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Breakthrough Cases in Michigan

e Approximately 2% of people who were fully vaccinated met
the criteria of being a breakthrough case.

* 0.023% of breakthrough cases were hospitalized.

* No vaccine is 100% effective, however your chances of
getting severely ill or being hospitalized are greatly reduced
if you are vaccinated and have a breakthrough case.

Grand Traverse County COVID-19 Case Numbers and Trends: Cumulative Total Cases: 11,226
Cumulative Total Deaths: 150

e Grand Traverse County remains at a very high transmission rate with cases increasing
for the last 3 weeks.

e 1964 newly identified cases and 28 deaths in last 30 days (worst month yet)

e Monthly case average -65 cases per day

e The current statewide percent positivity: 20% (increased from 18.9% last week)

e Grand Traverse County percent positivity: 19.2% (source MiSafeStart Map)

e Statewide deaths have been increasing for one week; County level deaths have been
increasing and are at the highest levels we have seen throughout the pandemic

e This is the largest and most serious COVID surge we have experienced in Northern
Michigan

e (CDCand MDHHS both advise wearing facemasks when in a public setting regardless of
vaccination status due to high transmission rates

Recipe for a Safer Holidays NS <

* Get vaccinated and Get Boosted. Children and adults age 5 and up should get a COVID-19
vaccine. All adults are now eligible for a booster.
* Wear a mask. Wear a mask when grocery shopping or in other public indoor settings and when
indoors with a mixed group, or when serving food.
o MDHHS currently recommends all Michiganders wear masks in all indoor public settings,
regardless of vaccinations status.
* Wash your hands before preparing, eating, or serving food.
* Ventilate gathering spaces as much as possible or get outside.
o Open windows if warm enough, use fans or a HEPA filter.
* Communicate in advance with guests about your COVID-19 ground rules and the precautions
you're taking. Cancel plans if you're sick.
* Safe travels. Delay travel if you are not vaccinated or feeling sick. If traveling with unvaccinated
family members, avoid crowds, wear a mask, and get tested before and after your trip.
